WITNESSETH; NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises and the agreements herein contained and intending to be legally bound hereby, the Parties do agree as follows: 

1. The Client hereby engages the DJ to provide a DJ Service. The service to be performed at:

2. The DJ hereby agrees to provide a DJ Service for the Client at the above-mentioned location. 

3. The said DJ Service shall consist primarily of providing musical entertainment by means of a recorded music format. 

4. The DJ hereby agrees to render his professional services and is at all times to have complete control of his program. 

5. The Parties hereby agree that the DJ Service shall be provided and accepted on the following date(s) and time(s) of the engagement:

6. The Client in consideration of the DJ Service to be rendered by the DJ, and the mutual promises contained herein, hereby agrees to pay to the DJ the following consideration: 

The Performance Fee of £500.00 for the services outlined above. 

A non-refundable reservation fee of £100 (20%) is required to secure the services of the DJ for the engagement. This amount shall be applied toward the Performance Fee.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
1. The Client aged 18 or over must sign this contract, otherwise the contract will be deemed to be void. By executing this contract as the Client, the person executing said contract, either individually, or as an agent or representative, represents and warrants that he or she is executing said contract as agent or representative, that he or she has the authority to enter into this agreement and should he or she not have such authority, he or she personally accepts and assumes full responsibility and liability under the terms of this contract. 

2. Financial settlement to take place by cash at the end of the setup, or by cheque made payable to Richard Perryman no later than ten working days prior to the performance(s) In the event of non-payment, the DJ retains the right to cancel the performance and/or attempt collection through the courts. The Client will be held responsible for all court fees, legal fees, and collection costs incurred by the DJ. The Client shall be charged £25 for each bounced check plus a £7.50 service charge for each collection notice. 
3. This contract reflects any verbal agreement, and shall include any terms and conditions agreed prior to its issue, and shall be deemed accepted unless a written objection is received within fourteen working days of the issuing date. Either the Client or the DJ may make no alterations to this contract, without prior approval by the Client or the DJ.

4. In the event of the Client wishing to cancel this contract for any reason other than national disaster, any advance payment made will be forfeited. If the cancellation is within thirty (30) days of the performance, a fee of not less than one half of the agreed total fee will be applied for. If the cancellation is within seven days of the performance the whole of the agreed total fee will be applied for. All cancellations must be made in writing.

5. In the unlikely event of the DJ having to cancel the contract due to injury or illness, a medical certificate signed by a medical practitioner will be obtained and copies will be forwarded on demand to the management within ten working days. In the event of the client seeking compensation, the DJ will only be liable for a sum up to and not exceeding the contracted Fee amount. Best endeavours will be made by the DJ to find a suitable or similar DJ to substitute.

6. In the unlikely event of the DJ being unable to appear for any reason, the DJ reserves the right to substitute a suitable or similar DJ. The Client will be notified in writing of any such replacement except where the reason is of a medical nature.

7. The Client will allow suitable time for the installation and dismantling, and removal of equipment (normally two hours for full rig set-up). The DJ will not, under any circumstances, cut corners regarding the health and safety procedures inherent in this process. The Client also must ensure that safe and adequate power is available as per the schedule above. The Client is responsible for paying any charges imposed by the venue. These charges may include, but are not limited to, parking, use of electric power, and fire marshal if necessary (for use of fog).
8. The DJ and his assistants and/or guests will conduct themselves in a proper manner throughout their attendance at the venue, and will respond to the Client’s reasonable requests as to location of equipment and volume. The Client will supply suitable clean changing facilities where required.
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9. The DJ shall be in no way liable for breach of byelaws, or conditions under which the venue is leased, hired or entrusted to the Client. The Client also ensures that all appropriate licenses, as required by law, are in force at the time of the performance(s).

10. The Client will provide adequate security and supervision of its guests, customers and staff at the venue, and will be liable for any loss or damage (including loss of earnings and hire fees) to the DJs equipment vehicles or personal belongings caused by guests, customers and staff. The DJ is expected to perform in a safe, non-abusive and non-hostile environment. Any mistreatment or abuse of the DJ or anyone accompanying the DJ, in any way will result in the immediate discontinuing of services with full balance still due.

11. The DJ and the Client offers assurance that no previous contract exists that may prevent the DJ from fulfilling the performance(s) referred to in this contract and subsequently, no such contract will be entered into from the date of signing.

12. The DJ, at his discretion, reserves the right to discontinue all or part of equipment usage if the power provided is not capable of operating the equipment without risk of damage to the DJs equipment, or there exists a risk of injury to the public, the DJ or anyone accompanying the DJ, or if the working environment constitutes a health and safety risk. The surface on which DJ is to perform cannot be dirt, gravel, grass, or any other unstable surface. If applicable, the Client agrees to furnish a facility that completely covers the DJs equipment from direct sunlight and rain or other contaminants. If service must be discontinued for any of the aforementioned reasons, the full balance is still due.

13. No performance during the engagement shall be recorded, reproduced, or transmitted from the place of performance, in any manner, or any means whatsoever, in the absence of a specific written agreement with the DJ relating to and permitting such recording, reproduction, or transmission. Pictures and videotape of the event are permitted for the private use of the contracting party only. 

14. It is understood that if this is a "Rain or Shine" event, the DJ compensation is in no way affected by inclement weather. For outdoor performances, the management shall provide overhead shelter for setup area. The DJ reserves the right, in good faith, to stop or cancel the performance should the weather pose a potential danger to him, the equipment, or audience. Every effort will be made to continue the performance. However, safety is paramount in all decisions. The DJ's compensation will not be affected by such cancellation. 

15. The Client shall at all times have complete control, direction and supervision of the performance of the DJ at this engagement and the management expressly reserves the right to control the manner, means and details of the performance of the services of the DJ. A written event/music planner or music request list must be received from the management and forwarded to the DJ at least two weeks prior to the date of the engagement for it to be included in the DJ’s programming guidelines. With or without the aid of an event/music planner or music request list, the DJ shall attempt to play the management and management's guests' music requests but shall not be held responsible if certain selections are unavailable. The DJ will make an extra effort to have music requests available if they are received IN WRITING at least two weeks prior to the engagement. 
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16. This agreement guarantees that the DJ will be ready to perform at the start time of the engagement. No guarantee is made as to the DJ time of arrival; however, the DJ requests that they be permitted 2-3 hours before the engagement and one hour after the engagement for setup and takedown. The DJ also requests ramp or elevator access between the parking/service entrance and the setup area. If the venue requires setup or takedown in less than one hour, additional labour will be charged at the rate of £50.00 to meet start time guarantees. 
17. If equipment must be carried up stairs or lifted onto a stage to reach the setup area, additional setup and takedown time will be required unless additional labour is provided. If the Management or venue requires the DJ to complete setup more than two hours before the start time, or to postpone takedown more than one hour after the end time, the additional time will be charged at the rate of £50.00 per hour. 

18. Engagements within the Bristol/Clevedon area will not be assessed a travel charge. Services requiring travel outside of this area will be charged at £0.40 per mile in excess of 30 miles from Portishead. Engagements in excess of 240 miles will require accommodations be made for an overnight stay in a local hotel/motel for the DJ to be provided by the management. 

19. All attached riders are an integral part of this contract. This contract will supersede any other contract. If any part of this contract is illegal or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this contract will remain valid and enforceable to both parties. This contract contains the entire agreement between the parties and no statement, promises, or inducements made by any party hereto, or agent or representative or either party hereto, which are not contained in this written contract, shall be valid or binding. This contract shall not be enlarged, modified, or altered except in writing by both parties and endorsed hereon. 

The DJ may elect not to exercise his rights as specified in this agreement. By doing so, the DJ does not waive their right to exercise those options at a future date. 

We the undersigned acknowledge that we have read and understood the above agreement, and ensure that it will be adhered to in detail.
